The Nation’s Newest Mental
Health Care Facility

Describe your program at the new
California Health Care Facility?

The California Department of Corrections
and Rehabilitation will employ about 20
psychiatrists and 50 other mental health
staff at CHCF to operate the 98-patient
Crisis Bed Unit. The mental health team
will work to stabilize patients in 10 or

20 days and then return them to their
originating facility. If patients need
continued intensive psychiatric care, they
will be transferred to acute psychiatric
programs managed by the Department
of State Hospitals at CHCF. In addition to
running the Crisis Bed Unit, a small portion
of the mental health staff will provide
psychiatric support to those patients that
occupy the CHCF medical units. Medical
patients with minor psychiatric needs
will be cared for in an outpatient service
model.

Why did the state build this facility?

We wanted to centralize psychiatric,
medical and dental services in a modern
facility in order to best serve those
inmate-patients with the highest needs.
We expect that number to be just over
1,700 inmate-patients. By moving these
patients to one facility with expert
specialists, we are able to provide more
speedy health care to our incarcerated
population — without the need to
transport patients to costly outside
facilities.

Describe the work?

Evaluations will vary from routine
medication evaluations to those
associated with the Admission or
Discharge process at the Crisis Bed

Unit. Our psychiatrists will focus on
psychopharmacologic treatment and
provide treatment team leadership.

They will work with a full complement of
psychologists, social workers, recreational
therapists, and nurses to assist with
patient care. CHCF will employ round-
the-clock medical services throughout
the facility, removing any need for our
psychiatrists to perform physical exams or
manage any medical problems (urgent or
routine).
